VOICE OF THE ASSEMBLY 
 

The primary instrument for the liturgy is not the organ or 
the piano or the guitar but the voice of the assembly. In 
fact, the singing assembly is the most beautiful sound that 
the liturgy can make. Usually it is not a polished sound, and 
can even be an out-of-tune sound. But when it is authentic 
and resounding, it is the only measure of whether our music 
is prayer or not. Nothing ever quite matches the full, alive 
sound of the whole congregation joining together in the 
praise of God. The word that best describes that event is 
"Alleluia."   Alleluia is a Hebrew word that translates 
"God's people praise God." This special song of praise is 
used at many different times and in many different ways, 
but it is especially at the time immediately before the 
proclamation of the Gospel that it becomes an acclamation, 
a kind of shout for joy—always joyful, always sung.

Are you a workaholic? When you skip a 
meal or stay up late to finish something, are 
you really doing it because you want to be in 
control? 
 

If we’re going to accept Jesus’ invitation today to come to 
him and rest, we must learn how to let go. In his book The 
Mystical Way in Everyday Life, Fr. Karl Rahner, SJ 
reminds us that “When sleeping, people surrender, let go, 
entrust themselves to the powers of their existence that 
they themselves did not create and cannot oversee. It is an 
act of innocence and of consenting to the elusive. If one 
approached sleep like that… then falling asleep could be 
seen as relating to the inner structure of prayer, which is 
equally a letting-go, an entrusting of one’s own inner 
conviction to the providence of God which one lovingly 
accepts.” 
 
Trust God, and get some rest. You’ll be a better disciple. 
And you’ll sing better too, which will also make you a 
better disciple. 
 
Lack of sleep is the worst thing for your singing voice. 
And  ironically, some doctors say singing could be the key 
to a peaceful night's sleep. Otolaryngologists worked with 
vocal teachers at Exeter University to conduct research 
with 60 snorers and discovered that daily vocal exercises 
can strengthen weak throat and palate muscles which can 
cause snoring. By the end of the three month trial, the 
snoring and overall quality of sleep had significantly 
improved in the 30 who tried it compared to 30 others who 
didn't try the exercises.

(Children age 7 years and younger) 

  

Baptism Preparation Classes for  families planning to 
have their child baptized at Immaculate Heart of Mary will 
take place the first Wednesday of every month at 7:00 p.m. 
in the Marian Center.  Parents must attend; sponsors 
are also encouraged to join us for the class.  Families must 
be registered for the class prior to attending by contacting 
the Rectory.  We will celebrate the Sacrament of Baptism 
on August 13th, September 10th and October 22nd.  
You must be pre-registered and attend the Baptism 
Preparation Class held first Wednesday of the month. 
 

Baptism of Children 
(Children who have celebrated their  

8th Birthday and older.) 
 

Children who have celebrated their 8th birthday must 
participate in a process - The Rite of Christian Initiation 
(R.C.I.A.) adapted for Children.  This process takes place 
over three to five years and includes your child attending 
Faith Formation Classes and Mass regularly.  This is a 
faith journey for both you and your child.  When there is 
an appropriate readiness, your child is baptized, confirmed 
and receives Eucharist at the Easter Vigil.  Your child 
continues regular instruction in the Faith Formation 
Program for several years after their initiation.  For more 
information contact S. Mary Ann. 
 

 Only Parents or Legal Guardians may register a child 
for Baptism.  No date is definite until you have completed 

all registration forms at the Rectory. 

Rite of Christian Initiation  
of Adults  

  

The R.C.I.A. is designed for adults who 
have never been baptized, perhaps been 
baptized in another faith, or baptized 
Catholic but never received Eucharist 
and Confirmation.  This is an 
opportunity to explore life in the Catholic 
Community, have a companion on your faith journey, 
prepare for the Sacraments of Initiation (Baptism, 
and/or Eucharist, and Confirmation). 
 
What can you do to help someone who seeks to be 
part of the Catholic Church?  Accompany them to 
Mass; encourage them on the journey; introduce them 
to other parishioners.

Penance,  Eucharist and Confirmation 

  

All families registered in our parish who 
anticipate  their children will receive Penance

A Snippet of Our History 
Help us find relatives of the first two parish 

children baptized in 1893 and a newlywed couple 
married November 29, 1893! 

 

Through the efforts of a committee of dedicated men and 
women petitioning Bishop McDonnell, then Bishop  of 
Brooklyn,  to establish a parish in Windsor Terrace, 
Immaculate Heart of Mary Parish was founded.  On 
October 22, 1893 the community gathered for the first 
Eucharist to be celebrated and two infants were baptized on 
that first Sunday marking the  sacramental beginning of 
Immaculate Heart of Mary in a small rented Windsor 
Terrace home located on East 5th Street. The two infants 
baptized that day were:  Elizabeth Cunningham, child of 
John & Elizabeth (Walsh), and Francis Herbert Lanigan, 
child of John & Emma (Linder).  
 

The first marriage recorded at Immaculate Heart of Mary is 
Thomas OôDonnell and Mary Leonard Daly married on 
November 29, 1893,  Wouldn’t it be amazing if we found 
relatives of Elizabeth, Francis, and John & Emma to be part 
of our celebration.  Check your ancestry—who knows—we 
might just find their descendants.   
 

Immaculate Heart of Mary Church 
First Mass Celebrated October 22, 1893 

Built in 1874 it was known as the 
Windsor Terrace Sunday School 
(non-sectarian) then was 
affiliated with the Methodist-
Episcopal Church now located 
on Prospect Avenue.  Serving as 
a dance hall for a time, the 
building was rented to be the 
first home of the newly formed 
Immaculate Heart of Mary 
Church.  This building still 
stands today on East 5th Street 
between Vanderbilt Street & 
Greenwood Avenue.  Since 2009, 

this building has been home to the Christian Nation 
Alliance House of Prayer for the Russian speaking 
community. S. Mary Ann spoke to Pastor Gennadiy and 
Helen (Secretary).  They were happy to hear the building 
had such a long history of being a place of worship. Their 
community is celebrating 20 years in Septemberðso look 
for more news about how our intersecting anniversaries 
might help us meet our dear neighbors.   
 

By August 1894, the cornerstone was laid for the second 
church building to be located on the corner of East 4th 
Street.  More to come in the weeks ahead.

When I first started volunteering with Habitat for Humanity 
in 1987, the organization had a phrase it used a lot that 
really sums up what HFH believes to this day. "A hand up 
not a hand out" is a call to relationship because sometimes 
life puts us in circumstances where we would "drown" if it 
were not for someone’s helping hand to assist us out of our 
predicament. This is not just a relationship out of duty to 
help others but rather out of love. Getting to know families 
as they achieve ownership of simple, decent homes is a 
fruit of that love. 
 

Pope Francis states most eloquently, "I said it and I repeat 
it: a house for every family. We must never forget that Jesus 
was born in a stable, because there was no room in the 
place; that his family had to leave their home and flee to 
Egypt, persecuted by Herod. . .Family and dwelling go in 
hand. But, moreover, to be a home a roof must have a 
community dimension, and it is in fact in the neighborhood 
where the great family of humanity begins to be built, from 
the most immediate, from coexistence with oneôs neighbors. 
Today we live in huge cities that are modern, proud, and 
even vain. Cities that offer innumerable pleasures and 
wellbeing for a happy minority. However, a roof is denied 
to thousands of our neighbors and brothers, including  

childrené’" (10/28/14). 
 

Sacred Heart Cathedral, as part of a coalition of Catholic 
churches in our area, will be starting its eighth HFH home 
on August 12th. It will be our first home as the re-named 
Holy Name of Jesus Cathedral. Common cause is one of 
the very best ways to meet parishioners with mutual 
interests and to discover new friends in the families that 
you might never have had the chance to meet. Our last 
family, the Wins, lived in a bamboo house with dirt floors 
and no running water in Thailand. Their joy in their new 
HFH home was one of contagious delight. Come join us on 
this build, we need people who hammer and those who can 
help provide lunches.

In his homily at the Chrism Mass this past Holy Week, 
Bishop DiMarzio said, “This evening, I wish to 
officially declare a special ñYear of Vocationsò 
beginning on Aug. 4, the Feast of St. John Vianney, 
patron of priests. The theme of the year will be: 
ñReawakening the Call.ò The goal of the year is to 
inspire our young people, who are flooding our streets, 
communities, schools, parishes, youth groups, by 
ñReawaking the Callò within them. And so, by 
extension ñReawaking the Callò in all of us who are 
living out our vocations; so that we may create a 
healthier environment for vocations to be considered, 
encouraged, nourished and responded. I encourage 
everyone to enter into this ñYear of Vocationsò with a 
commitment of an interior renewal for a stronger and 
more effective witness to the Gospel in Brooklyn and 
Queens.ò

Robert 
Mema;  and a silver jubilee—Fr. Joseph Fonti.  Our 
parish has blessed the Church with many men and 
women who serve God’s people in many ways.
